CLARE
SEÑOR SHERIDAN  $21  
The legendary Irish coffee, created in County Clare 
by Chef Joe Sheridan, is reimagined with an Hispanic 
twist with Los Siete mezcal, Campari, Kahlua  
and a chocolate orange cream float.

GALWAY
GALWAY GIRL  $21 
Named after the famous Irish song, 
Connemara whiskey and muddled wild 
blackberries combine with Chambord  
and zesty lemon.

DONEGAL
FORGET ME NOT* $15
This no-alcohol draft negroni, blending Lyre’s 
Dry London gin, Aperitif Rosso, and Italian 
Orange, is as unforgettable as Donegal’s 
towering cliffs and pristine white sand beaches.

CORK
CUPÁN TAE  $21 
From Cork’s Jameson Distillery, Redbreast 12  
and Black Barrel whiskey are combined with 
Barry’s tea syrup (an iconic Cork tea),  
plum and chocolate bitters.

KERRY
DOWN THE HATCH  $21 
With Dingle vodka, melon liqueur, Suze liqueur, 
pineapple and lime, we’ve all but captured  
Kerry’s smooth, emerald green pastures.

DUBLIN
DUBLINESSE  $21 
Two Dublin legends, Teeling Irish 
whiskey and Guinness meet in a glass 
before saluting new chums ginger 
beer and lime, with the classic Dublin 
greeting ‘howya?’.

OFFALY
ROYAL FIZZ* $15
Formerly known as The King’s County, 
Offaly’s regal past is toasted with  
a Leitz Eins Zwei zero proof riesling, 
chamomile tea syrup and Fever-Tree 
grapefruit soda.

WEXFORD
RED LADY  $21
Inspired by Wexford’s famed strawberry 
fields, this cocktail bubbles with sparkling 
rosé, juicy ripe strawberries, Italicus liqueur 
and zesty lemon.

TIPPERARY
GIDDY UP* $15
Raise a glass to Tipperary horse 
breeders with Lyre’s Dry Drinker vodka, 
Italian Spritz, fresh orange juice  
and lime.

ANTRIM
GIANT’S CAUSEWAY  $21
A World Heritage Site shrouded in 
mystery, whose origin stems either from a 
volcanic explosion, or the legendary battle 
between Fionn mac Cumhaill and the 
Scottish Giant Bennandoner.  Here, The 
Botanist  - a Scottish gin, rose water, 
lemon, and Fever-Tree elderflower tonic 
are intertwined, much like the Causeway’s 
link between Scotland and Ireland.
